Meeting with Coaches:

· See training facilities
· Discuss training schedule
· What time of the day do your athletes go to class?  
· How often are you training on snow?  
· How much travel is expected? 
· Is there any scholarship money available for incoming freshman?
· What costs are the athletes on your team responsible for?  Training, uniforms, travel, gear, competitions?
· What is the make-up of your team?  What would my freshman year look like on your team?
· Based on my GPA and test scores, what are my chances of joining your team?
· What advice do you have to help make my application stronger?
· When do you expect decisions to be made regarding joining your team?

Be prepared to talk about yourself, what you could bring to the team, and why you want to be a part of that specific schools team.

I encourage you to talk about what you’ve learned being a full time athlete with SSCV how you’ve been successful juggling athletes and academics.  
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
